All three families are living in 
slightly different areas, although still near to 
Westlands (our target neighborhood), but we have 
already seen opportunities to start knowing and 
loving the neighbors and communities that God has 
given to us. As we are settling and continuing to fundraise, we have been surprised by all the everyday 
divine appointments God has for us, in the form of barbers, taxi drivers, house cleaners, and so many 
more. As we interact with our neighbors and the beautiful people of Nairobi, my heart is filled with a 
song I used to listen to: 

“Lord, I wanna see the world with those eyes. I wanna look into 
the night and see a million suns 

rise...every heart is a burning flame.” 

We want to remember the importance of this type of ministry 
in everything we do, even though it seems small. Sharing a 
testimony at a barbershop or hearing about the life of a 
worn-out lady cleaning is a part of the heart of our Savior. 
Because people are not just faces we see at the grocery store, 
they are souls that have the potential to be a million suns 
rising from the darkness in the light of our precious Jesus.
